When students enter the building in the morning, they must go directly to their lockers and then be in their own homerooms by 8:08 and seated and quiet when the 8:10 bell rings. 

 
If a student wishes to go somewhere during homeroom (bathroom, library, office, guidance, etc.), s/he must get a pass from her/his homeroom teacher.  If a student goes directly to breakfast when entering the building, he/she must be in homeroom promptly at 8:08.  If breakfast runs late, students will check in with homeroom teacher before going to first block.

Homework assignments will be posted on the Green Team website. However, this is not to be used as a replacement for the assignment notebooks (agendas).  Students are responsible for keeping track of their daily assignments. 
Homework Policy
Homework is an important part of 8th grade as we prepare students for the rigor of high school. Homework is given in order to reinforce concepts, preview classwork or to work on long term projects. Keeping up with your assignments is critical to your success on the Green Team.  We expect Green Team students to put their best effort into everything they do.  Homework is your responsibility!  If you have difficulty with homework or are struggling with homework, please speak with your teachers as soon as possible so we can come up with a solution to assist with this.  
All students are given an assignment notebook at the beginning of the school year.  Students are responsible to bring the assignment notebook to each class.  They are to write down their assignments for each class in the space provided.  


When homework is assigned:

· It is due the following school day unless otherwise specified by the subject teacher

· No credit will be given for late homework.  Exceptions will be made on a case-by-case basis and are up to the individual teacher’s discretion. 

When a student is absent from school or from a class
If a student is in the building, but pulled from class for a legitimate reason (i.e. guidance, band, field trip, etc.), s/he is responsible for the work missed and should submit on time.  S/he must check in with the teacher that same day.
If a student has an excused absence(s), s/he has the number of days absent to submit missing work.  
After School Help

Green Team Teachers are available for after-school help every Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday.  Meetings are usually held on Mondays, so please check with a specific teacher if you want to stay.  There is no after-school on Fridays, unless special arrangements are made with a teacher.  After-school help begins promptly at 2:30 p.m., and students are to report to Mr. Cardarelli’s room to sign in and begin their work. Teachers will come to get the students staying with them and bring them to their rooms.

Please check in with the individual teachers to make sure that they are available on any given day.  Students are always encouraged to stay after school to complete homework, review/study for quizzes and tests, or receive clarification on information presented in class.
